Play equipment checks — Gym equipment on Dale Crescent that needs fixing -
Budget increased to reflect this.

CIL income is significantly less than NSDC had forecast. NSDC have confirmed
that this was underpaid in error and will be paid in April 2021. | have requested
that this is paid earlier.

Due
to Covid 19. Some regular hirers have not come back yet and the ad hoc hire is
limited to business bookings.

Covid Grant received £10,000.
